SHORT TERM 
Volunteer your time

 Rummage sale 
 
Procedural 
 Change Dues Collection form by taking off the word “voluntary”. 
 Enforce percentage of dues to be paid by High Holidays, High Holiday tickets 
 Can Bar/Bat Mitzvah projects directly support Chaverim rather than outside 

organizations. 
 Enforce a policy to donate hours if dues cannot be paid 
 Publish the results of our fundraising efforts 
 Refinance mortgage again—rates are low 
 Mtzvah points – like THA 
 
Increase Membership 
 Membership is key to the Temple, needs to grow.  We need a focal point of what 

we’re offering the community and how to target that “product” to recruit new 
members.  Our product:  Shabbat Services, High Holidays on Mt. Lemon, etc.
