Modern Rabbi Miriam Spitzer craated a list of
the *100 Greatest Jewish Books She divided the
100 books into 10 category headings with 10 books.
in each category. The 10 categories include: Bible,
Novels, Poetry, Children's Books, and Miscallaneous
Books. I'd like to suggest that you celebrate Jewish
Book Month by beginning at the beginning. Why not wade into the wide
waters of Torah and start your study where Jewish tradition recommends
that we start: with Sefer B'reishit, the Book of Genesis. The Torah portions for
these waeks in November are Nov 1-7,Vayera Gen 18:1-22:24, Nov 8-14,
Chaye Sarzh Gen 23:1-25:18 , Nov 15-21, Toledot Gen 25:19-28-9,and Nov
22-28,Vayetze Gen 28:10-32:3. In these Torzh portions you will find: Sodom
and G'morrah and the first ‘Great Challenge of G-d' by Abraham, Lot's Wife: 3
pillar of tears, the mitzvah of Hachnasat Orchim, welcoming guests into our
homes; the mitzvah of burying our dead and accompanying the moumers,
helping our children to find their besherts, their life partners (%; conflict
between siblings, Jacob's famous taking and receiving of his brother, Esau’s,
blessing for himself, the mitzvah of shalom bayit, peace in the house; Jacob's
vision of the ladder of malachim, of angel/messengears and his reminder to all
of us, “G-d was in this Place, and || did not know it"; these children are bom
and become the 12 Tribes of Israel: Reuven, Simeon, Lavi, Judah, Dan, Naph-
tali, Gad, Asher, Issachar, Zebulun, Joseph, Benjamin, and Dinah.

Perhaps you would rather open a Siddur, 2 prayer book, which is
book number one on Rabbi Spitzer's category, Liturgy. You could begin every
moming as Jews have for centuries by awakening with the prayer, “Modeh
Ani, | am thankful®. It will only require 30 seconds to focus your day: 1am
grateful before You, Eternal One, You restors and renew my soul within me
with compassion, Great is your faithfulness. Leonard Felder, in his book,
Seven Prayers That Can Change Your Life, writes, “These twelve Hebrew
words of prayer give you a moment o connect to your deeper reality—your
soul-and to feel gratitude that there s a mysterious and infinite source of
compassion that dependably restores and renews your soul each day...the
words are saying to G-d or the universe, 1 feel alive and grateful; | fesl
connected to a fullness that is beyond words.' *

Or perhaps you would rather explore the century that just past with
our recently launched Chaverim Book Club, 'A Century of Jewish Books't Our
first book which cavers the decade 1900-1910 is The Bloody Hoax by Shalom
Aleichem.
